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Efforts to Prepare Children for Kindergarten 
Efforts to Prepare Children for Kindergarten begin as early as March of the next year after the 

Head Start child is enrolled in the program. A meeting is set up on site which targets agenda 

items to include a discussion of the parent guide, a list of the school options, and guest speakers 

from the various schools. An open discussion session is also provided for the parents to ask 

question.

The transition process is followed up with a visit to at least 3 public schools. During these visit 

the children, parent and staff are given a tour of the schoolôs facilities- cafeteria, library; they 

briefly observe a kindergarten class in session and meet with some school personnel.  

All Head Start staff in conjunction with the parents is responsible for ensuring that the following 

Areas of performance standards are met: 

ü Childôs health and nutrition history is updated 

ü The developmental screening is completed within 45 days of enrollment using the TABS- 

Temperament Atypical Behavioral Scale and the ESI-P: Early Screening Inventory- 

Revised. 

 

Our teaching staff is well trained in implementing the researched-based Creative Curriculum in 

an ongoing process. This Curriculum promotes school readiness in the areas of language and 

cognitive development, early reading and math skills, social emotional development, physical 

development and approaches to learning. This curriculum is based on scientifically valid 

research and has standardized training procedures and curriculum materials to support 

implementation. This curriculum is also aligned with the Head Start Outcomes Framework and 

the State of New York Early Childhood Standards of Quality for Prekindergarten. 

The Creative Curriculum assessment links learning goals to measurable objectives. Teachers are 

required to track outcomes on children via the process below: 

Child: 

ü Planned child observations 

ü Daily written observations- written, work samples, pictures, video, audio maybe included 

in the childôs portfolio to show growth 

ü Planned activities to use with lesson plan in accordance with the strengths and needs of 

each child  

Class: 

ü Child profile information is transferred to summary workbook 
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ü Check points are completed in Fall, Winter and Spring 

ü Data is input into the  www.creativecurriculum.net    

ü Report is used to set goals, using Outcomes Goals Sheet 

ü Goals are transferred to the lesson plans with specific activities that will support the 

needed enhancements to the program. 

Teacher: 

ü Complete Assessment paperwork; write a narrative report to share with parents during 

home visit or parent conferences 

ü An ISP is developed that will assist in plans for individualized support which will prepare 

the child to enter kindergarten 

ü Teachers adhere to the written transition plan (which parents are made aware of) and 

appropriate form is filled out. 

 
Percentage of Enrolled Children that Received Medical and Dental 
Exams 
During the FY 09 program year 100% of the children enrolled in Head Start received medical 

exams. 100% are enrolled in Medicaid with an ongoing source of continuous accessible health 

care. 88% of the children have completed a professional dental examination; 100% of those 

needing preventive care received preventive care (5 children). 

 

Disabilities Services: 
MCS has met Head Start requirements by ensuring that 15% of our enrolled are students who 

receive services as specified on an IEP. The primary disabilities are Speech and Language 

impairments, autism and non-categorical/developmental delays.
